SEFA supports nonprofit health and human service organizations
helping thousands of New Yorkers every day. Health care, elderly
assistance, job training and retraining, youth recreation – these are
just a few of the vital services supported by contributions State
employees make through SEFA.

Your pledge and participation in SEFA help make possible a wealth
of vital services to be offered in your communities and in our cities.

Why Payroll Deduction?
Making your contribution in installments through the SEFA
payroll deduction plan is an easy, convenient way to give.  It also
enables you to be more generous.

Payroll deductions will begin with the first pay period in January
2007 and will continue for a 12-month period.  You may cancel
your pledge at any time during the year by notifying your payroll
department in writing.

It’s Cost Efficient
SEFA is a cost efficient way to give back to the community.  85%
of each dollar you contribute goes directly to nonprofit
organizations – of your choice – to help people in need.  The
remaining 15% covers SEFA’s administrative costs.

SEFA – Efficient – Effective – Accountable
Because we rely on State employee volunteers, SEFA campaigns
operate at the lowest cost possible. SEFA regulations set a
maximum limit of 15% on a campaign’s fundraising and
administrative costs. It is through the dedication and hard work of
the SEFA volunteers that we are able to apply most of your
contributions directly to the service organizations, not to
administrative costs.

To assure fiscal and professional integrity, your campaign
committee, made up of representatives from the State employee
unions, management, and not-for-profit organizations, carefully
review and monitor the organizations that are funded by your gift.
State employees have the majority vote on the Committee. This
year, the Committee has voted to distribute the undesignated funds
among all eligible agencies based on their percent of designations.

United Way of New York City administers the State Employees
Federated Appeal (SEFA) in New York City, under the direction of
the SEFA Committee. Contributions to the SEFA campaign are
reported in the annual financial reports of the United Way of New
York City, which distributes them to participating charities based
on the donor’s designation.

Designation Information
Contributions and pledges that have been designated to specific
participant charitable organizations and received by a federated
community campaign must first be distributed to those
organizations, minus only the deduction for the SEFA campaign’s
administrative costs.

In all campaign areas, undesignated contributions and pledges to
the campaign shall be distributed in accordance with the following
steps:

(1) The percentage of the total amount of contributions and
pledges to the campaign that were designated to each specific
participating organization shall be computed.

(2) Each participating charity shall be allotted the same percentage
of total undesignated funds as it received as designated 
funds, minus only the deduction for the SEFA campaign’s
administrative costs.

If you wish to make a gift confidentially you may do so by enclosing
a personal check made out to “SEFA” in a State envelope sealed
by you. The envelope will remain sealed until delivered to the
campaign office of the  United Way of New York City.

A statewide charity represented by “999” followed by five numbers in the numbering system is one that has successfully applied to the SEFA Council as a statewide
charity. If accepted this charity can prove that it spends $62,000 on program services statewide.
Local
A local charity represented by two numbers followed by five numbers in the numbering system that has successfully applied to the Local SEFA Committee. If accepted
this charity can prove that it spends $1,000 in program services within that local campaign.
